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Overall Comments

The following comments apply to all pages.  Individual pages have been commented on separately below these comments:
Color
The use of color across all pages looks good.
Structure
Most pages are using Headers and a Title element.  This allows the screen reader to follow the navigation structure correctly.  This is not always consistent across all pages.  
Navigation
There are some significant issues with navigation through the site, which are prevalent on most pages and need to be addressed as a priority:
1.		It is not possible to navigate through the site using keyboard alone, using either Tab or arrow keys.
2.		The Skip Navigation and Skip to Main Content buttons need tightening up.  The Skip to Main Content should go directly to the body of the page, such as Header 1, and should skip the side nav areas completely.  These are in most cases repetitive and can be very frustrating for a screen reader who has to tab through them when just trying to get to the main body of the page.  The Skip to Navigation should go directly to the side navs, and skip the horizontal main navigation area.
Links
Links are present in most cases and are self-evident.  However, there are multiple uses of the description “More” when indicating a statement or story has more content.  
Tables
The use of tables is well done as they are kept to a minimum or not used at all in the main body of the web pages.  
However, tables are used for the “Contact” toolbar at the bottom of all pages.  This toolbar does not work well for accessible access.  .
Images
Most images within the web pages themselves are properly marked up, with alt-texts or null-alts.  .
Forms
There are only a few form areas, such as Search and Contact, and areas of interest.  The form descriptions could be more clearly marked, to indicate the content required in those boxes
Usability
A few issues that affect usability are:
1.		If it is possible to reduce the complexity of the front page by moving information to other pages, or simply by linearizing the page layout more, I would suggest doing so.
2.		The pages beyond the Home page are much better as they are linear and have few hidden paths to track down or follow.
3.                    The look and feel of the site is consistent across all pages, so a user is able to gauge a page layout quickly.

Comments specific to Individual Pages:
The general comments mentioned above may apply to other pages, in addition to the specific comments listed below, for each major page.
1. Home Page
Structure
-  This page is very busy and can be confusing with all the different areas that require attention.  A screen reader has a hard time following the page order and misses the text in the right window next to the Focus Areas list.
-  There is no H1 header.
-  Title header could be more descriptive.
Navigation and links
-  Keyboard navigation using tabs or arrow keys is not available.
-  The links in the ACME Headlines box need to be spelt out more.  The use of the word “more” is not useful to a screen reader navigating via links.
Images
-  The wording “Projects” above “Interact with leaders….” Is not read by a screen reader.  Include the entire wording in the link, i.e. “Projects.  Interact with…”
Forms
The data required in the Search and Connect form elements is not clear.  Additional wording such as “Enter Keyword” and “Enter email address” can help to clarify this.  
2. Page - About ACME
Structure
This page is structured well and cleanly.  The main body reads well.
Use of Headers is good, although they are not nested (H2 should follow H1)
Navigation and links
Keyboard navigation using tabs or arrow keys is not available.
Images
Images are correctly tagged or given null=alt tags.
Forms
The data required in the Search and Connect form elements is not clear.  
3.  Page – Focus Areas
Structure
This page is structured well and cleanly.  The main body reads well.
Headings are not nested (H4 follows H1), which should be corrected.  Good use of Title and H1 elements.
Navigation and links
Keyboard navigation using tabs or arrow keys is not available.
Images
Images are correctly tagged or given null=alt tags.
When images are removed, however, the top nav descriptions disappear, although they are not actual images.  Check the CSS format for these.
Forms
The data required in the Search and Connect form elements is not clear.
4.  Page – People
Structure
This page is structured satisfactorily, however, there are no subheadings under H1.
Navigation and links
Keyboard navigation using tabs or arrow keys is not available.
The detail page for each staff member has two or three tabs per page – the biography, projects and sometimes the publications tabs.  These add additional complexity to the page.
Images
Images are correctly tagged or given null=alt tags.
When images are removed, however, the top nav descriptions disappear, although they are not actual images.  Check the CSS format for these.
Forms
The data required in the Search and Connect form elements is not clear.  Additional wording such as “Enter Keyword” and “Enter email address” can help to clarify this.  Also provide <label> element for all form elements.
Summary:
On the whole, the website has made considerable progress towards being made accessible to all.  The major areas that do need to be addressed are the keyboard navigation and focus areas, as well as the unclear links, such as “more” etc.
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
